The inspiration of one of our parishioners resulted in this embroidery. She had seen lovely examples of embroidered panels while on a sponsored cycle ride for Hampshire Churches.

With the blessing of the Church, which was the most appropriate public place where such an embroidery could be displayed, planning and design got under way in the year 2000. The designers had to be selective in their choice of subjects as space was limited. Even so, the panel size worked out to be 11 ft by 4 ft 4” (3346 mm by 1314 mm)

In 2002, a team of about 30 embroiderers was formed to start work on the 107 houses, the fully embroidered side borders, the top border and the bottom border, which incorporates 26 birds, animals and church features.

The Church kindly made space available in the Church Hall for sewing sessions. A canvas base of calico was stretched over a temporary wooden frame set on stands in the Hall. The sky and hills surrounding the village were painted on the calico to form a background.

As individual embroidered pieces were completed, they were pinned to the calico and other features, such as the river, roads, trees, bushes, fields, agricultural details, people and cars, were embroidered to fill in the gaps in the panel. Both hand and machine techniques were used.

When all the pieces had been assembled in early 2008, they were permanently stitched onto the calico by pairs working from both sides; final touches were then added, by directly embroidering onto the panel.

The embroidered panel was then transferred to a permanent oak frame for housing in a specially made display cabinet, backed by a new vestry unit, in the North Transept. The embroidery is protected by a laminated glass window and it is illuminated by 66 optical fibres emanating from a single light bulb within the unit. The lighting is designed to minimise any fading of the silks and embroidery materials. The North Transept units were kindly funded by donations from parishioners and form a worthy addition to the Church.

Others added a few stitches on visits to see the progress of the embroidery. Workers of all standards have resulted in an interesting diversity of stitches and methods used. Love of the village has undoubtedly influenced those involved in creating this work of art by many hours of dedicated work.

The embroidery and the associated cabinet and vestry unit were dedicated by the Archdeacon of Portsmouth on 2nd November 2008. It is hoped that the embroidery will endure as a record of the village in the millennium year for many years to come.
