Pinks of Froxfield and Warnford
From the will of John Pink, where he refers to his late aunts and late uncles, it is clear that he is actually referring to his aunts and uncles, who were presumably mainly deceased by the time he made his will, he was 65 when he died, which was quite a good age for that time.  It is strange that he left money to the issue of his aunts and uncles, when he had three brothers and a sister.  His brother George had 11 or 12 children, some of whom were certainly alive when John Pink wrote his will.

I’ve tried to identify the aunts and uncles mentioned in the will, who would be the brothers or sisters of John Pink’s father, Robert Pink, or his mother, Olive Baker:

1. Jane, wife of Stephen Palmer, late of  Beauworth, Hants

2. Elizabeth, wife of John Waterage, late of Medsted, Hants

3. William Pink, late of Froxfield, Hants

4. Sarah, wife of William Osgood, late of East Tisted, Hants

5. Frances, the wife of William Carter, late of Hawkley, Hants

6. Thomas Baker, late of Privett, Hants

7. Martha, wife of Richard Langridge, late of Compton, Sussex

John Pink’s father was Robert Pink, who was baptised at East Meon in 1752, his parents were Robert and Elizabeth Pink.  I cannot find any other children of theirs in the East Meon baptism records and my copy of the Hampshire baptism records only goes back to 1752, but I cannot find any other children of the Robert and Elizabeth Pink combination (there are a number with only the father’s name given as Robert).
1. Jane Withers married Stephen Palmer at Warnford on 15th January 1813.  It is possible that Jane was the widow of John Withers, as a Jane Pink had married John on 7th July 1783 at Privett.  Stephen Palmer is recorded on the 1841 census as still living in Beauworth, aged around 70.  Therefore it is possible that Jane was the sister of Robert Pink and mentioned as John Pink’s aunt in the will.
2. The only possibility I can get for Elizabeth is the Elizabeth Pink who married Richard Wateridge on 11th May 1781 at Old Alresford.  This is not a good match and the surname has so many variant spellings that make it difficult to trace.  I also cannot get a suitable match for an Elizabeth Baker, although, again, my Hampshire marriage records database only goes back to 1752.
3. William Pink must be the brother of Robert Pink.  A William Pink married Hannah Osgood (related to William Osgood?) on 2nd July 1778 at Froxfield.  There is also a burial record for a William Pink at Froxfield on 14th April 1824, aged 77.  If they are the same, then William Pink was born 1746/47.
4. Sarah Pink married William Ansgood on 26th October 1789 at Privett.  This is probably a spelling mistake, as there are no other Ansgoods in any of the records.  Could this be William Osgood?
John Pink’s mother was Olive Baker, who was born around 1755.  An Olive Baker was baptised at Froxfield on 1st January 1755, the daughter of Jno Baker (mother’s name not given).
5. Frances Baker married William Carter on 8th February 1780 at Froxfield.

6. The Thomas Baker referred to in the will is probably the Thos Baker baptised at Froxfield on 8th May 1853, the son of Jno Baker.

7. Martha Baker married Richard Langride (Langrish) on 8th August 1774 at Froxfield.
It is frustrating that the forenames of William Pink’s father’s parents are not given in the Warnford parish register.
The only way that William Pink the engraver could be linked to John Pink of Froxfield would be if he were a descendant of John Pink’s uncle William.  There was one William Pink who fathered children at Froxfield around this time.  His wife was Hannah and they had the following children baptised at Froxfield:


Hannah Pink baptised 27th June 1779



Elizabeth Pink baptised 3rd December 1780



Lucy Pink baptised 4th December 1785

Timothy Pink baptised 13th January 1788

Oliver Pink born 24th December 1789 and baptised 31st January 1790
Amelia Pink baptised 25th June 1797

Also William, son of William and Hannah Pink was buried at Froxfield on 8th November 1795.

Oliver Pink did not have any children, but Timothy Pink (and his wife Mary) did have a son, who, like the engraver from Warnford, was also called William.  However, this William was born on 22nd May 1812 and baptised on 21st June at Petersfield.  Therefore, unless this William Pink is not Robert’s brother, there is no connection with the Pinks from Warnford.
As an aside which may interest Michael and David, I was surprised to see a James Inwood of Steep listed as a witness to the will of John Pink.  I have previously come across a James Inwood of Liss, a carpenter by trade, whose son married into the Blackman family of Froxfield – Emma Blackman, the sister of Jane Blackman who married Randall Vinn, owner of Drayton House and farm, and the niece of Lydia Warren, who married George Kille.  Randall Vinn also owned Tudor House at East Meon and from him it passed to George Kille, his widow Lydia and then to the Warrens.
